L Implementing / enforcement agencics have been clearly identified for
each of the actions under the schedule and all actions under various Stages
of the GRAP are required to be taken by the concerned authorities towards
ah ent of air pollution in Delhi-NCR,

3. GRAP Stage I was invoked in the ¢ntire NCR on 14.10.2024 followed
by invocation of GRAP Stage 1l on 21.10.2024. With the meteorological and
weather conditions turning highly unfavourable, GRAP Stage Iil and 1V
were required to be invoked in quick succession on 14.11.2024 and
17.11.2024 respectively.

4. While particularly noting the actions initiated by various agencics in
NCR under the GRAP Stage 1V, the Hon'ble Supreme Court vide its Order
dated 22.11.2024 in WP(C) No. 13029 of 1985, inter alia, observed that b ¢
is apparent that notwithstanding the orders passed by this Court and the
arders passed by the Commission for Air Quality Management (for short, “the
Commission”), there is a failure on the part of the Delhi Government as well
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as the police machinery of the State to implement clauses 1 and 2 of Stage
L7

5 The Hon’ble Court while hearing the matter also appointed a tcam of
Court Commissioners to particularly ascertain the implementation of
Clauses 1 and 2 of GRAP Stage-IV which relate to:
» Restricting entry of truck traffic into Delhi, except for essential
commodities/ scrvices and all trucks on LNG/ CNG / Electric/ BS-
V1 Diesel mode.
» Restricting entry of LCVs registered outside Delhi, to Delhi, except for
essential commodities / services and all LCVs on EV / CNG/ BS-V1
diesel mode.

6. While perusing the report submitted by the Court Commissioners
appointed by them during hearing ol the matter further on 25.11.2024
(copy enclosed), the Hon’ble Supreme Court, inter alia, noted that “..It is
apparent that the Authorities, which are mentioned againsi clauses 1, 2 and
3 of Stage IV of the Graded Response Action Plan {for short, “the GRAP"),
have made no earnest effort to implement the action in terms of clauses 1, 2
and 3. There is inaction on their part. Some Police teams were deputed only
at a few entry points, and that also without any specific instructions. Most of
them were clueless. In fact, the report of the Court Commissioners indicates
that at most of the entry points in Delhi State, the Police were deputed only
after the order of this Court of 22nd November 2024. There is a serious lapse
on the part of the Authorities mentioned against clauses 1, 2 and 3..."%

24 While agencics primarily responsible for effective implementation of
the above noted clauses under GRAP Stage [V are the Government of NCT
of Delhi, specifically the Transport Department, Traffic Police Delhi and the
Municipal Corporation of Delhi, it is also incumbent upon the State
Governments, Transport Commissioners, Trallic Police and the Urban Local
Bodies in the NCR States, particularly in the areas contiguous to all the
border entry points to Dclhi, to widely disseminate the stipulations under
GRAP and make carnest efforts to restrict / turn back the non-conforming
truck traffic/ LCVs and facilitatc the concerned agencies in Delhi to prevent
their entry into Delhi. ;

8  The Hon'blc Supreme Court, based on the report of Court
Commissioners appointed by it, through its Order dated 22.11.2024
observed that there is lack of adequate supervision, effective
implementation and enforccment of the actions under GRAP Stage-1V and
particularly on the part of the Authorities mentioned against clauses 1, 2
and 3 of GRAP Stage-IV.

9.  The above observations and orders of the Hon’ble Supreme Court are
indicative of non-compliance / contravention of the order(s) / direction(s)
issucd by the Commission for implementation and enforcement of actions
under the GRAP.

10. In view of the above, it is hereby directed to examine the observations
made by the Court Commissioners in their report submitted to the Hon'ble
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Supreme Court and undertake appropriatc and preventive measures at the
carliest towards effective implementation of the Schedule under GRAP -1V
currently in force and under various Stages of the GRAP as and when
ordered for futurc as well.
